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1. Overview

Use the Landisc Extrapolator to extract Landisc images of parcels in the project database into individual .JPG images. This manual will show you how to:

· Make a directory to receive Landisc images

· Copy one database image to the receiving directory
· Copy more than one image to the receiving directory
· Copy only those images with certain maintenance fields to the receiving directory.

Note: The Landisc Extrapolator can only be used on machines where Landisc EE is installed. 

2. Preparation:  Make a DIRECTORY for the extracted Images
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The directory that will hold the extracted images are here called Landisc Images. The name of the directory is unimportant.  But be sure to note where the directory resides – you’ll need this information next.

3. Starting Up the Landisc Extrapolator:

Double-click on the Landisc Extrapolator Icon located on your desktop:
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This brings up the Landisc Extrapolator window:
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4. Point to the Correct Image

Click on the top flashlight to bring up a listing of images in the Landisc database:
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Click on the image you want to extract.  If you don’t know the Primary ID but know the secondary key or Address or Jurisdiction, click on one of those buttons to facilitate your search.
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Clicking on Primary ID B0302033 highlights on that line.
5. Point to the Correct Folder

Click on the second flashlight to search for the directory where you will copy Landisc images. This is the folder you just created:
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Once OK is clicked, the Choose Directory window disappears and the path to the deposit directory is filled in (in the above case, C:\TEMP\LANDISC IMAGES):

The image is now ready to be extracted to the storage directory.  Click the ONE button to extract one image from the Landisc database and insert it into the specific folder.
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The Landisc Extrapolator will always notify you when it is done “extrapolating.” In this case, 1 image was copied from the Landisc database to an individual .JPG file in C:\temp\landisc images.

The subject-verb disagreement in the message (1 images were extrapolated) is intentional.

6. Copy a Range of Images

You can copy a range of images by clicking on the Set Range ON button:
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Single image extract mode.
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Multiple image extract mode.

First change the beginning range.
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Click on top flashlight button to find the beginning parcel.

Here, the range is from a starting Primary ID number to the ending Primary ID number. (The Primary ID number is always a parcel ID number.) Click Select button after the range choice.
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The starting Primary ID number.

Then change the ending range.
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Click on the middle flashlight button to search for the ending parcel.
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Select the ending Primary ID number.
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Click the Range button to extract the images between (and including) the two numbers shown in the Landisc Extrapolator window, from the Landisc database into the specified directory.
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The Landisc Extrapolator will always notify you when it is done “extrapolating.” In this case, 23 images were copied from the Landisc database to 23 .JPG files in C:\temp\landisc images.

7. Copy Only Images with Maintenance Codes

You can extract images that have a variety of maintenance codes attached to them – although you can only extract one code at a time or ALL images with a maintenance code. For example, you can extract all images that have a “Leaves” code attached to it. You can also overwrite an image previously extracted.
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Checking the Maintenance code box allows extracting of Landisc images with various codes.
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Click either the All or Range button to activate extracting of parcels by Maintenance code.
